Instructions:

Apply WIKO SPRAY ADHESIVE BODYWORK at +10 °C minimum. Shake the can
intensively. Clean the surfaces of grease, oil and dirt before the application. Apply a thin
adhesive film onto the dry surfaces from a range of 20-30 cm and allow the surfaces to
evaporate for 3-5 minutes. Afterwards, press the surfaces together with heightened pressure.
In cases of metallic, porous, uneven or absorbent surfaces, prime the surfaces with a thin
adhesive layer at first and allow the surfaces to evaporate for 5 minutes. Afterwards, apply
the spray adhesive onto the surfaces and press them together. In order to avoid a jamming
of the spray head and valve, turn the can upside down and spray until only propellant gas is
being discharged. Test adhesions are recommended before the adhesive is used extensively.
